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DURING THE SUMMER SEMESTER OF 1992, PROFESSOR JAMES A MOORE
AND 6 GRADUATE STUDENTS IN THE FAMU/USF COOPERATIVE MASTER OF -
ARCHITECTURE PROGRAM HAVE STUDIED THE TAMPA CAMPUS OF THE UNIVERSITY
OF SOUTH FLORIDA IN AN URBAN DESIGN WORKSHOP.

THE FOCUS OF THE COURSE WAS ON CRITICAL ASPECTS OF MODERN
CAMPUS PLANNING SUCH AS TRAFFIC CONTROL & PARKING; THE INTEGRATION
OF CAMPUS FUNCTIONS; THE PROVISION OF SERVICES; THE DEVELOPMENT OF
DISTINCT ACADEMIC PRECINCTS WITH AN EMPHASIS ON "COLLEGIAL SPACES";

& THE DEVELOPMENT OF A COHESIVE AND COMPREHENSIBLE OVERALL CAMPUS
ORGANIZATION.

INITIALLY, THE ENTIRE CAMPUS WAS EXAMINED & MAPPED. THESE
RESEARCH FINDINGS WERE ANALYZED AND DOCUMENTED, COMPARING AND
CONTRASTING USF WITH OTHER NORTH AMERICAN UNIVERSITY CAMPUSES.

SUBSEQUENTLY, THE TAMPA CAMPUS WAS SUBDIVIDED INTO FIVE
AREAS OF INTEREST, WHICH WERE EXAMINED IN MORE DETAIL. THESE AREAS
OF INTEREST WERE ENTRIES; HANDICAP ACCESSIBILITY; THE FINE ARTS/PUBLIC
AREA; THE HUMANITIES AREA; THE RESIDENTIAL AREAS; & THE ENGINEERING
& SCIENCES AREA. '

FINALLY, THE WORKSHOP CONCENTRATED ON DEVELOPMENT OF
SOME SPECIFIC DESIGN INTERVENTION RECOMMENDATIONS TO IMPROVE
THE ENGINEERING AND SCIENCES PRECINCT. THESE INTERVENTIONS ARE
BASED ON THE UNIVERSITY'S EXPRESSED DEVELOPMENT INTENTIONS: TO
BECOME A MORE COHESIVE, PEDESTRIAN-ORIENTED, MULTI-FACETED UNIVERSITY
CAMPUS ON WHICH TO LIVE, WORK AND STUDY.
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THE UNIVERSITY OF SOUTH FLORIDA'S CENTRAL
CAMPUS IS LOCATED IN THE METROPOLITAN
COMMUNITY OF TAMPA. [T WAS DESIGNED AS A
"PROTOTYPE OF THE UNIVERSITY OF THE FUTURE"--
DESIGNED AS A COMMUTER SCHOOL FOR THE MODERN
AUTOMOBILE-ORIENTED SOCIETY OF THE 1960'S.

USF HAS AN IMPORTANT IMPACT ON THE TAMPA BAY
AREA'S VITAUTY- ARTISTICALLY; IN HEALTH-

RELATED FIELDS; IN THE RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT
SPHERE; AND ECONOMICALLY.

THE CENTRAL CAMPUS S LOCATED 10 MILES NORTH-
EAST OF TAMPA'S CENTRAL BUSINESS DISTRICT.

ITS LOCATION PROVIDES CONVENIENT COMMUTER
ACCESS TO THE MORE THAN ONE MILLION RESIDENTS
OF HILLSBOROUGH COUNTY.

INTERSTATE 75 AND i-275 CUT THROUGH THE TAMPA
BAY AREA, RUNNING NORTH AND SOUTH. THE
UNIVERSITY OF SOUTH FLORIDA IS LOCATED BETWEEN
THESE TWO MAJOR HIGHWAYS, EASILY ACCESSED FROM
THEM VIA THE EAST-WEST ARTERIAL ROADS, FLETCHER
AVE AND FOWLER AVE.
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
